A conversation with kr. %aleriano Antonioli, Managing Director of
the InterContinental kMontelucia Resort & Spa in Paradize Yalley,
Arizana.

What is unique ahout your hotel’s location?

The hatel is located at the intersection of Tatum Boulevard and
Lincaln Orive in an exclusive residential neighborhood of Scottsdale,
called Paradise “alley. Known as the Bel Air of Scottsdale,
Paradize Walley is made up of sprawling residences, a dark-sky light
ordinance and ane-acre-per-hame zoning, guaranteeing total
tranquility and breathtaking starry night skies. Scottsdale is in the
heart of the Sonoran Desert, a longtime destination for sunny skies

Montelucia means "mountain of light”. The dark skies of Paradise
“alley allow the lights of Phoenix to illuminate Camelback Mountain, creating the illusion of a mountain of light.
The hotel opened in Mavember 2003 with construction totaling more than $335 million, making the sprawling
30-zcre resort the newest luxury property in the heart of the world-farmous Scottsdale destination, just 7 miles
fram Phoenix International Airport and just minutes from restaurants, nightlife, art galleries and luxury retailers
including Barney's Mew York, Saks Fifth Avenue and many others.

What authentic local experiences will guests have access to?

Hiking Camelback Mountain & Active Outdoor Lifestyle: Camelback Mountain is one of the most hiked and famed
mountaing in Arizona, with two trailheads located within walking distance of Montelucia. Arizona has endless
opportunities for someone who enjoys an exciting and active lifestyle. Hiking trails are available all over the valley
and vary from relatively leisurely hikes ta more extreme and difficult climbs, and for many locals the trails sere
as outdoor gyms as the ultimate place for a daily warkout. Mountain biking and rock climbing are also popular
ways to get out and enjoy the gorgeous mountain views while getting an intense and thrilling workout.

The Sonoran Desert: The lush desert and idyllic weather makes experiencing the beauty of Scottsdale a breeze,
not to mention more than 300 days of sunshine. There are dozens of exciting places to hike on the scenic trails,
or enjoy harseback riding, mountain biking or water sports. Far a beautiful desert wiew try a hot-air ballooning ride
or ather aerial adventures.



Mative American Culture: There are many unigue and exciting ways to learn about Mative American heritage,
including cultural shows around the “alley, the internationally acclaimed Heard Museum, the Hoo-Hoogam Ki
Museurn and the Pueblo Grande Museurn & Archaeological Park, among others. Be sure to visit Arizona's Mative
Arerican Indian Ruins, which can be found throughout the state. Morthern Arizona is home to most of the state's
prehistoric cliff dwellings, mud-walled structures and pueblos.

Cutdoor Adventure: Whether horseback riding, river rafting or exploring ancient caves, Arizona offers western
adventures, including Rawhide Western Town and Steakhouse where you can experience all of the authentic Old
Western Town experiences. Shoot-outs, cook-outs under the stars and cowboys meets rappelling off stunning
red rocks and extreme skiing in Arizana's twa ski areas.

Family Adventures: Fram the Phoenix Zoo to the Desert Botanical Gardens, to Downtown Scottsdale's Ars,
Shopping & Entertainment Districts, to Museurns and Performing Arts centers or family fun parks including
nearby Papago Park and McCarmick Park, there will be plenty to do that the whole family will enjoy.

Mightlife: Scottsdale has a very exciting and sophisticated nightlife, whether you are looking for an evening bistro
that turns into a hip nightclub or prefer a relaxing night listening to live jazz at an upscale lounge, Scottsdale's
night life will not disappoint.
